In June of this year two young adults, Marc Webb ad Jenni Thompson, who are
members of the Sycamore Tree, stepped out in faiégnd traveled to Kenya on a mission
trip for two months. They spent time teaching andninistering to children in various
schools and their hearts became broken for Carolyand the children at Sandota. The
school has very little support and has been unabte pay the teachers for at least four
months but they are very dedicated and walking indith. Carolyn, who not only is
struggling financially because of her daughter’s halth condition is also struggling to
provide food for the children. The farmers in thearea were donating some of their crops
but the drought has hit them so hard that they arestruggling to provide for their own
families and can no longer contribute.

The building that they are presently renting will ©on be taken over by tenants that can pay
more rent. The owner of the property is planning ¢ put water on the land which will raise
the value. Carolyn told Marc and Jenni that sometines she feels like giving up but
somehow God keeps picking her up and giving her th&trength to keep going and

providing in small amounts.

The good news is that enough donations have alreatigen provided to purchase land and
now funds are being raised to build Sandota a newckool building.
